Silicon to Santa Cruz.

Living in the Silicon Valley and driving over the range to Santa Cruz is a
weekly ritual if the surfs up, or monthly if it's not. No longer the early
morning trip to the beach before breakfast for the early surf surveillance
to start the day. Something | had taken for granted. Alas | have become
a weekend warrior and treated as such in the place where | now surf.

Santa Cruz is a world class break that on it's day is as good as anywhere
I have been fortunate to have surfed. The locals know this and are
protective of their break. They don't take kindly to blow in's, kooks or mal
riders. Unfortunately for me | fit most of those categories and it has taken
the eighteen months that we have been here for a few to actually talk to
me in the water. Very different from home where on any day you know at
least half the surfers in the lineup.

My first experience with surfing here was how to get in! Steamer Lane is

a cliff face with no actual beach as such. | asked a guy in the car park

next to me where to enter the break. He gave these simple directions.." oh, just go all the way to the end of the point there and
just jump off the cliff!!" Reluctantly | followed his directions and sure

enough, that's what you have to do!

Water temperature is pretty much the same all year round.. freezing!! It
actually gets colder in summer. | had to invest in a full length wool lined
wet suit and tried without booties for a while but gave in to the blue toes
and lack of feeling in my feet. A lot of guys wear a hood as well but |
draw the line! Most wear ear plugs to prevent long term damage to the
inner ear because of the cold.

The kelp beds are another factor to contend with and it grows thick along

the full length of the coastline. Not a good thing to run into or get caught

up in when the surf gets bigger. A plus | was told is that it keeps the

texture off the water on windy days and also keeps the sharks away. Not sure how true that is with a seal colany just off the point
and seals happily swimming in amongst the surfers looking for food. Sharks like seals.

Steamer Lane is on the West side of Santa Cruz and Pleasure Point,
38th Ave, The Hook, Sharks and Privates are on the East side. Two
distinct breaks, both exceptional when conditions suit. | tend to go to
where | know and have not really ventured past either location to visit the
many other breaks up and down the coast. Time and opportunity does
not allow me to explore the many possibilities, but | often hear tales of
perfect waves north and south whilst in the lineup that have been had
either the day before or the week past. The old "you shoulda been there
yesterday"!

A very famous place that | did visit, albeit from a safe distance was Mavericks at Half Moon Bay half an hours drive north. |
watched the final of the big wave contest that is held on call every year if conditions are good. They didn't hold it last year as the
elements didn't cooperate, but made up for it this year with the biggest surf in the comps history. They were calling forty foot plus
waves during the day, it dropped a little for the final, but it was still huge. Even from half a mile away, the sets looked ominous.

Even though the surf is not on tap as | am used to, there are still plenty
of other things to do here to fill in the days! California is the land of
everything outdoors , and a lifestyle similar to home. There are four
distinct seasons, and something to do in each one. There is plenty of
sailing to be had on the Bay, biking and hiking in the hills, skiing and
boarding in the nearby mountains and just about anything else that the
outdoors has to offer. Oh and the bright lights of the city are just up the
road if that's what you're in to, but for me there's no place like home.

Looking forward to seeing you there in the lineup towards the end of the
year.
Have a "Classic Winter" and a great "Winter Classic"!

Last Easter’s swell was fairly comprehensively covered by the swell forecasting websites, so | thought I'd better make it completely covered.

It was an interesting weekend. On the Sunny coast we were getting a long swell from the Pacific, while NSW had a cracking southerly swell
from an early season East coast Low. Some local opinion was focused on the Tasman Low as the source of our swell, but I'm not so sure.

left: Tues 30" March, 4 days out from Easter weekend, a large ‘dip
in the easterlies’ occurs over the NZ to New Cal swell window . The
tightening of the isobars significantly strengthens the wind in the
region.

below: Three days later on Easter Friday, there is a huge easterly
fetch between the NZ High and the Fiji Low. Although not strong, it is
several 1000kms long and persisting for many days.

Meanwhile back in the Tasman a small Low starts to deepen.

left: On the 3" and 4™ the NZ High & Fiji Low move east very
rapidly thus destroying the magic setup.

Meanwhile the Tasman Low deepens to 1003, throws a big
spray of swell up the NSW coast and gets all the credit for the
great waves. Maybe south of Byron, but the swell’'s southerly
trajectory would’'ve taken most of it past us.

Seeya in the surf — I'll share a wave with ya, Stocky.
