Here’s something to get the crew on the PNG trip ex cited…  

NUSA LEFTS (also known as KARANAS) 

Situated across the harbour from Pikinini, Nusa Left is a fast 
breaking, very reliable barrelling left-hander that jacks up out 
of deep water, with a very shallow end section. It works best 
on mid to low-tide with a westerly swell direction and an 
easterly wind. Keep an eye on the outside bomby, as this 
can also be ridden on the right conditions. 

�PIKININI 

Extremely fast, heavy barrelling, very shallow right-hand 
coral reef break. Given the right conditions and swell 
direction, waves can peel for up to 200m. Works best on a 
low to mid-tide, with a west to north-west swell direction. A 
mini Kirra. Reef boots are a must.

The Foreign Correspondent - "Woodies on the Wharf" Santa Cruz.  
from Paul Newman in San Francisco 

 
"Well, if you weren't in Santa Cruz on the 24th of June...You really missed it!!! Woodies on the Wharf was great!” (As 
printed in the Termite Times, July, 1995), and I am sure that if you weren't at the Bluff on the 7th of August ... You really 

missed it!!! I hope the 10th annual Montezumas Old Mal Classic 
was also great! 
 
In keeping with 'Classics' and the theme of collectables, I did 
miss the historic tenth Montezumas, but did manage to get along 
to the Wharf at Santa Cruz to wander down history lane and 
take a look at some 'classic' old surf wagons. 
The show is in its fifteenth year, and like the Montezumas, has 
grown into one of the best events of its kind on the calendar. 

 
I had seen a couple of Woodies back home (no 
jokes please), no more than two in one place, and 
I think that was at the Bluff at a Monty Classic! To 
see over two hundred was a treat. I knew little of 
their history and was interested to find out a little 
about them. 
 

In the early days, when cars were built, most were 
made of aluminium or steel panels bolted on top of a 
wood frame. Woodies were cheaper to build as they 
didn't need these panels. They were also called 
'station wagons' in America due to the fact railway 
stations used the vehicles for carting luggage. During 
World War II, saving steel was important; this made 
the concept of using wood instead ideal. In the early 
fifties, woodie resale values plummeted and new 
wagons of steel merely looked wooden.  
 
This is when surfers discovered they could purchase 
an inexpensive car big enough for carrying their 
longboards.....Thus , a sub-culture and a car became 
a legend. 
 

So, like the surfers who bought a 'cheap' block at Byron, those who bought a 'cheap' woodie now own a valuable 
piece of real estate! A restored 
car in top condition fetches well 
over 100k USD!  Hang on to 
your 'old mals', keep em 
surfing and enjoy your 'classic' 
piece of history.
