Surfing Queensland will be running a level 1 judges course 
here on the coast (probably in Caloundra) on 3 October 
2009. The cost to do the course is $165 and you must be a 
member of Surfing QLD ($50 fee). The committee has 
agreed to offer a 50% subsidy (excluding the Surfing QLD 
fee) to anyone wishing to sit the course. We feel this would 
be very beneficial to all members as it should give people 
an insight into what to look for when judging which in turn 
has the potential to lift the standard of our monthly 
contests. The numbers are limited and I require payment 
of $82.50 upon nomination. Please have all nominations 
and payment to me by no later than 27 Sep 2009 
(September monthly comp).   
 
We have the Jack Boast coming up shortly so can anyone 
with any T shirt design and trophy suggestions please get 
back to a committee member with your ideas? 
 
Has anyone seen Scotty’s new van? Over this month he 
headed off to Scotts Head for their contest and I believe he 
will be going to the Lennox one in August. What’s going on 
Scotty, turning into a bit of a gypsy or just getting away 
from the bad influences around town (hey john)?

proposed at various locations 
* the inclusion of dedicated cycle lanes on Nicklin Way  and 
part of Brisbane Road. 
  
Further community input to the designs will be sought during
